Cadets’ PERSONAL ITEMS AND SUPPLIES 
The MMA Quartermaster and Cadet Store offers for sale a limited stock of required items and supplies.  Otherwise, 
items not brought from home may be purchased at local stores (Wal-Mart, Dollar General, and Family Dollar).   To ask 
about the availability of required items, you may contact the Quartermaster at (540) 459-2167 ext. 231.   

Laundry:  An independent service picks up and delivers cadet laundry on a 6-day rotation.  Please mark clothing, 
towels, laundry bags, pillow cases, etc., with permanent marker: Last Name, First Initial.   

Required Items and Supplies – Cadets must have the following items in their dormitory rooms.

Cleaning items 
broom 
dust pan 
mop and bucket with handle 
window cleaner spray bottle 

Bedding and linens – white only, no designs 
Bath towels (5) 
Hand towels (5)  
Wash cloths (5)  

bed sheets – twin size (4 sets) 
pillow – standard size (1) 
pillow cases (4)  Alarm clock 

Clothing hangers (20)  
Clothing  

T-shirts (for male cadets) 12 white, crew—no tank tops or v-neck 
Socks – 12 pairs, white crew length 
Socks – 12 pairs, dress black, calf length, 8-12 inches above bottom of foot 

School materials 
three-ring binders and loose leaf paper 
pens and pencils  
calculator 

Footlocker – one, metal or wood

MP3 player with no internet capabilities – value not to exceed $250  
Portable DVD player 
Camera – disposable  
Jewelry (limited to 2 rings, one per hand, and one ID bracelet)

Nail polish – clear only      Sanitary supplies 
Hair holding ornaments – same color as hair or transparent  Lipstick – clear or natural 
Earrings (¼” in diameter) – gold, silver, or pearl – 1 set at a time  Blow dryer 
Curling/Flat Iron (Value less than $100 – auto turnoff)   Sports Bra(s) 
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
